FOREIGN LANGUAGE ARTS

Shawnee High School, which has one of the best Foreign Language Departments in Northwestern Ohio, offers
four year sequential courses in Spanish, French and German, and a three year sequential course in Latin. These
courses provide opportunities for students to learn to communicate in the target language, and to learn about the
social, political and literary aspects of the various civilizations.

Shawnee is fortunate to have instructors in Foreign Languages who are so well trained, educationally experienced
and widely traveled.

Miss Linda K. Adams holds a B. S. degree from Bowling Green State University where she is now pursuing her
Master's in French. She has studied in Paris and in the French Alps. While teaching English in a French high school,
she had opportunities to travel and experience life as an employee of the French government. Miss Adams shares
her experiences with her classes and they are eager to have the experience of living in a foreign culture. The summer
of ‘74 will see a dozen or more students of French doing this very thing in Canada. They will travel by bus and live with
French families where they will be completely immersed in everything French.

Mrs. Olga Martinez received her B. A. and M. A, degrees from La Universidad de Havana, Cuba, and her Ph.D in
Philosophy and Literature from La Universidad de Havana, Cuba and La Universidad Nacional de Mexico, Mexico
D.F. She has studied also at Edinboro College in Pennsylvania. Dr. Martinez has traveled and studied in France,
Belgium and England. She has sponsored students studying at the Universidad Internacional in Santander, Spain.
Dr. Martinez is a member of Sigma Delta Pi, Spanish National Honor Society and of Kappa Delta Pi, Honor Society
in Education, The Latin Club of which she is the sponsor is holding its Roman Banquet April 27.

Mr. Mike H. Karram holds a B. A. degree from Bowling Green State University and his M. A. from Toledo
University, Toledo, Ohio. He is proficient in Arabic, English and French, having studied at the College des Freres,
Jerusalem and the Baccalaureat d’Etude Comptables es de Tenue des Livres de Paris, France, the University of
Strasbourg, France and the University of Michigan, Mr. Karram was a member of the Libyan-American Joint Services
in the Libyan Department of Education and the U. S. Information Services in Tripoli, Libya. He came to Shawnee
from the Defiance College where he was Assistant Professor of French. His name appeared in the 1971 Edition of
Community Leaders of America, Alpha Mu Gamma, National Collegiate Foreign Language Honor Society. Mr.
Karram and Miss Adams are co-sponsors of the summer French project ‘74 to Canada.

Miss Nola Oller received her B. S. in Education from Bowling Green University. She is a member of Kappa Delta
Pi, Honor Society in Education and of Sigma Delta Pi, Spanish National Honor Society. Miss Oller studied in Madrid,
Spain, during her junior year in college and she has spent two summers there working on her Master’s degree. She
studied in Mexico one summer and traveled to Alaska another. She continues to widen her traveling experiences
each summer. Miss Oller is very interested in the program of individualized instruction in foreign language.

Mrs. Linda Kaufman holds a B. A. degree in German from Grove City College, Grove City, Pennsylvania. She
recently visited a CISV-International Children’s Camp in England. Representing the United States, Mrs. Kaufman,
with four eleven-year-olds, visited the camp for a month. There were similar delegations from other countries.
Through her knowledge of and interest in German, Mrs. Kaufman has doubled the enrollment in the German classes
in the Middle school.

Miss Elizabeth O. Rimer received her B. A. in Spanish from the Ohio State University. She has traveled from
Panama to Mexico and has studied at La Academia Espanola de Verano in Saltillo, Mexico. A member of Delta
Kappa Gamma, International Teachers Honorary Society, Miss Rimer was awarded the A. Margaret Boyd
Scholarship for Overseas study. She studied at the Universidad de Oviedo in Northern Spain, after having traveled
throughout Portugal, Spain and the Island of Mallorca. Miss Rimer spent two years in the U. S. Navy and for six
months worked in the Postal Division at Pearl Harbor where she was a censor of Spanish correspondence. She
served on the State Committee of OMLTA that prepared guidelines for a course of study for Spanish levels one and
two for junior high schools through college. Miss Rimer is the chairman of the Foreign Language Department.

The Foreign Language Department is composed of well informed, up-to-date instructors. They are initiating a
Scholastic testing program this year in all languages. They are participating in the Ohio Tests for Scholastic
Achievemnent. The year's final activity will be UN FESTIVAL INTERNACIONAL May 11 for the eighth graders who
are enrolled in foreign languages in 1974-75.

THE “NEW" PHYSICAL EDUCATION

There have been some changes made in physical education. The
old “p.e.” or "gym’’ had a good purpose, to exercise young people
so they would grow stronger and better. But the New Physical Edu-
cation goes far beyond that. Its purpose is to also make sure that a
student learns what he/she needs to know about body skills and
how to use them now and when he becomes an adult. In addition
“New'' Physical Education programs teach ‘lifetime sports’ by
which he/she will keep their body in good health in a pleasurable
way.

In other words, the new physical education prepares students
for a productive life in same way as other parts of the school curric-
ulum. And, because their bodies are so very important to the way
they feel, think and act—to their success instead of failure—
learning how to function well is the best life assurance they can have.

This years program at Shawnee has been an individualized
co-educational program within the requirement. Next year we are
going to a required elective program for Freshmen, then during a
student’s tenth, eleventh and twelfth years they may elect courses
within school or outside courses using community facilities to finish
their requirement.

We feel that this program will be more valuable and more palat-
able for all students. Students will have activities that they can
participate in all their lives, giving them more freedom to select
their own activities and learn about and use community resources.

THE "NEW HEALTH EDUCATION""

Next year there will be some changes in our health curriculum.
For several years health has just been in the 10th grade curricu-
lum. Realizing the students all have different interests and needs
we have established an elective health program. Students may
take health any year, choose what course, select what 9 week

unit they want to take health and take more than what is re-
quired for graduation. Each student will be required to take the
basic health course and then they may select from 14 other
courses what they would like to take.

We feel that this program will make health education more
relevant and valuable in their lives.
